1. Soundtracks / Scores / Singles (page 2): These can be actual "from the film"
recordings of the "actual” film itself, or, a re-recording of the original motion
picture soundtrack or score, or, an artist that was completely independent from
the film, but who may have recorded a specific song from the film. This section
will also contain singles such as 45's or 78's that contain two, four or six selections
from the film soundtrack - including songs that were recorded for the film, but
not used in the film. A quick note on the use of the terms "soundtrack™ and
"score." Technically, a "soundtrack" is just that, the "track" of "sound" that was
actually used in the film itself. It is not a re-recording of the musical selections
used in the film. A "score" is the musical composition used during the making of the film. When a musical soundtrack is
re-recorded, it is technically the "original motion picture score." However, these are not hard and fast definitions, and
the two terms have almost become synonymous. Therefore, for the purposes of the Complete John Wayne Discography,
the two terms "soundtrack™ and "score" will be used interchangeably.

2. Compilations (page 82): Compilations are just that, a varied selection of different musical pieces from more than one
film. Over the decades, there have been dozens and dozens of compilation albums, from several different countries, that
contain one or more pieces of music from a John Wayne film. Because of this single fact, | have not included every single
compilation album in this discography, and | have made the decision to limit the inclusion of compilation albums to
those that either contain musical selections that are not available on full soundtrack albums, or have significantly
different arrangements of those selections, or those that are seemingly popular.

3. Tributes (page 119): These are recordings made by others in tribute to John Wayne after his death.

4. Interviews and Other Non-Film Recordings (page 129): These are recorded interviews given by John Wayne during his
lifetime, as well as interviews given by others who are making reference to or speaking specifically about John Wayne -
again, during his lifetime, and not considered to be a posthumous tribute. Also included in this section are other non-

film recordings made by or related to John Wayne.

The Complete John Wayne Discography does not contain audio recordings of programs, PSA's, commercials, etc., that



were originally broadcast on the radio. These all appear on the Complete List of John Wayne Radio Appearances, and
can be found there.

For ease of use, The Complete John Wayne Discography is presented in alphabetical order rather than chronological
order.

Dimitri Tiomkin was the best known composer working in Hollywood from the late 1940s to early 1960s. In my article in
SOUNDTRACK magazine (available online) [http://www.filmmusicsite.com] | mentioned Tiomkin's "Golden Decade" from
1948 to 1958 because it was then that he received the most attention and awards, including his three Oscars. But that
could easily be expanded five or six more years until THE FALL OF THE ROMAN EMPIRE (1964).

Tiomkin's first great score for a western was DUEL IN THE SUN (1946), which has yet to see a full commercial release and
is certainly overdue. The bizarre story of the film makes it seem less worthy than Tiomkin's magnificent score which
deserves to be heard in its entirety.

During the 1950s, Tiomkin composed great scores for these western films: HIGH NOON (1952), GIANT (1956), GUNFIGHT
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AT THE O.K. CORRAL (1957), NIGHT PASSAGE (1957), and RIO BRAVO (1959). There was also a memorable score (and
theme) he composed for another western released in 1960: THE UNFORGIVEN.

And there remains that perplexing dilemna which Frank K. DeWald mentions in his booklet notes:

Why this Ukrainian-born, St. Petersburg Conservatory-trained concert pianist proved an ideal composer for western
films may forever intrigue film music scholars, but the fact remains that Tiomkin's openhearted, bigger-than-life musical
persona evoked the big open skies of the fabled America West as well as any natrive-born composer.

DeWald further quotes Tiomkin saying in defense of his American western film scores and also recognizing his Russian
music training:

A steppe is a steppe is a steppe.
Some astute musicians have commented that Tiomkin's western music does sound at times very Russian.

Whatever the influence, THE ALAMO is surely one of the most ambitious film scores for a Hollywood western. It is also, |
believe, one of Tiomkin's greatest film scores, filled with a bountiful mixture of Mexican-flavored music, full blown
orchestral splendor, and several memorable songs, all accompanying the not always accurate retelling of the historical
events that eventually led to the formation of the State of Texas. Unfortunately, John Wayne's direction does not help
this sometimes overly talky film. But it remains one of the greatest epic westerns of its era thanks largely to Tiomkin's
wonderful score, and is on my list (No. 43) of 100 Essential Film Scores.

Up until this new Tadlow production, THE ALAMO was available only in truncated form, such as the very good CD
released by Legacy/ Columbia (23 tracks = 66:38), which in addition to some of the best parts from the film score, also
includes the hit songs: "The Green Leaves of Summer" sung by The Brothers Four and "Battle of The Alamo" by Marty
Robbins. But most importantly, the film score excerpts are conducted by Tiomkin himself and he imparts an excitement
and epic sweep to his score. The biggest drawback is that the score is incomplete and the Stereo sound is not up to
today's digital standards, though still quite listenable. This remains a worthwhile release, even with the added sound
effects from the film and John Wayne's speeches (tracks 5 and 20) which you may or may not want to listen to.

On the other hand, the Prometheus CD set is superior in sound and completeness. There is over two and half hours of
music and over half of it has previously unreleased music from Tiomkin's score.

The orchestral playing of the City of Prague Philharmonic is extremely good, though not always quite as precise as the
Tiomkin-conducted Columbia release. For example, the distinctive opening Main Title is a bit more dynamic in the
Tiomkin-conducted release than in the Prometheus version, though Jiri Houdek plays his trumpet solos impressively.

And where the Prometheus CD set especially excels is in the cues that feature the brass section of the orchestra. Also
exceptional are the ensemble pieces for such cues as the Cantina Music (Disc One, tracks 7 and 8), which have a lovely
chamber music quality. The first cue (track 7) is actually one of the film's charming songs, "Here's To The Ladies™ (lyrics
by Paul Francis Webster).

It is a shame that the texts to the songs could not be included because they are excellent ones by the underrated film
lyricist, Paul Francis Webster. The Entr'acte music has the title song, "The Ballad Of The Alamo," and is well performed
by the Crouch End Festival Chorus.

Because this is the first recording of the complete film score, there are many previously unreleased cues on all three
discs, for example the softly subdued instrumental of "The Green Leaves Of Summer" song, titled: "I Believe™ (Disc Two,
track 19); and "Finale - The Ballad Of The Alamo™ (Disc Three, track 4).




On Disc Three there are eleven Bonus Tracks, including different versions of the songs in instrumental and vocal
versions. Included are:"Here's To The Ladies™ (track 9) sung by David Shannon, and a guitar version of "The Green Leaves
Of Summer” (track 10), which was featuted in vocal versions on Disc Two (track 1) and Disc Three (track 5), sensitively
sung by the Crouch End Festival Chorus. The final song on Disc Three (track 16) contains an excellent rendition of "The
Ballad of the Alamo" by David Shannon (channeling Marty Robbins) accompanied by The Steve Lockwood Band.

The booklet notes by Frank DeWald are very detailed and worth reading, with track-by-track descriptions. Album
producer, James Fitpatrick, provides a good summary of how the CD set was made, including the budget concerns and
the elaborate recording process including the difficulty with Tiomkin's film score.

The sound is a bit harsh at times, particularly for the battle scenes on Disc Three, but that is appropriate for Tiomkin's
incredibly rhythmic score. This is some of the most challenging music that Tiomkin ever composed and fully deserves
such harsh intensity. Bravo to the brass section!

Due to licensing restrictions it was not possible to include scenes from the film which was not necessary anyway. Instead
there are shots of the musicians at the recording sessions, plus a nice opening picture in the booklet with Tiomkin's
widow, Olivia Tiomkin Douglas, conductor Nic Raine, and album producer, James Fitzpatrick. There are also attractive art
designs on the cover and the "Alamo Flags" on the back cover of the booklet [shown at right].

Both Luc Van de Ven of Prometheus Records and Tadlow Music's James Fitzpatrick are to be commended for their
dedication in seeing this important release to completion. Praise also needs to be given to the Crouch End Festival
Chorus and The City of Prague Philharmonic Orchestra under Nic Raine's skillful direction, and also the instrumental
soloists.

Especially being released on the 50th anniversary year of this epic film, the Prometheus 3 CD box set is a triumph and
belongs in any serious film music collector's library.

This release fully illustrates the old saying: "Remember THE ALAMO!"
It is my pleasure to name this outstanding release as Best of the Month.
Highly recommended!

His main theme is heartbreakingly
beautiful and is repeated many times throughout the score, and the rest of his music complements and enriches every
scene in the film — this is Golden Age movie music the way we remember Golden Age movie music — melodic, dramatic,
tender, suspenseful, and evoking a different time and place through orchestral color and knowing how the orchestra can
be utilized to also evoke Oriental textures without resorting to triteness.

Violent Saturday

Violent Saturday, based on the novel by W. L. Heath, was made three years earlier and is a taut and suspenseful film
about a small-town robbery. Almost fifty years after its release, it’s considered a classic (the DVD was recently released
by Twilight Time and is a must-have), with terrific performances from Richard Egan, Lee Marvin, Ernest Borgnine, and
the large cast, excellent writing (screenplay by Sidney Boehm, who wrote the screenplay for the noir classic, The Big
Heat), and great direction from Richard Fleischer,

Hugo Friedhofer’s score for Violent Saturday is perfection and a textbook example of how and when to use music. All
told, the score is only about twenty minutes long, but it's the perfect amount of music for this film. It does exactly what
film music is supposed to do — propels the film, underscores the scenes that need it, and stays out of the way when
music would serve no purpose. There are no classic Friedhofer themes to be found — just music that functions
sometimes as subtext, sometimes as suspense, and sometimes as violent as the goings on in Violent Saturday.

Both The Barbarian and the Geisha and Violent Saturday had previous CD releases on Intrada, both long out of print and
instant sellouts. The Barbarian and the Geisha was a standalone CD and Violent Saturday played second feature to
Warlock by Leigh Harline. It’s great to be able to couple the two Friedhofer scores together, and make them available to
those who may have missed out on the prior releases, or who'd like to have these two scores together on one CD. This
release has been newly-remastered by James Nelson.

From reviewer Dan Goldwasser: EImer Bernstein will forever be, at least in my mind, one of the best composers for a
western movie ever. It's probably because of his brilliant score in 1960 to The Magnificent Seven that the idea of what
an American western should sound like was engraved in my brain. Over the next decade Bernstein would score
approximately sixty projects, including a slew of westerns, a few of which for legendary actor John Wayne. One of these
films was called Big Jake. The film focused on an old rancher (Wayne) whose grandson is kidnapped and held for
ransom. Bernstein didn't hold back when it came to the score, providing a musical tapestry that uses plenty of themes
and a seemingly infinite array of musical styles - all while keeping it in the classic "Bernstein western" mold.

The "Main Title" cue is an amazing conglomeration of almost all of the styles and themes Bernstein will use in the score.
Starting out with a jaunty turn-of-the-century motif, it segues into a sweeping orchestral theme, then a pounding (if not
slightly stereotypical) Indian motif, a heroic western theme, and a softer dramatic melody. In "Delilah's View / The
Riders" Bernstein uses a melody that sounds similar to bits of the Simon and Garfunkle song "Scarborough Fair", and
variations on the classic melody "Frere Jacques" is also used throughout the score. Some cues are filled with pulse-
pounding, hard-hitting orchestral action ("Massacre / Little Jake / Mexico", "Survey / Ambush / Buzzards"), others are
filled with sweeping orchestral melody ("On The Move", "All Jake and Raider"), and others contain tense drama ("On The
Trail", "Getting Old").

Bernstein's style is well represented - there are things about this score that sound stylistically familiar - usually due to
the orchestration choices and tempo. All that's missing is the Ondes-Martenot! "On The Way / Onward Jake" is worth
checking out, as well as the 11-minute long finale, "Tricks / Little Jake Again / Going Home". But while the score ends
there, the music doesn't! Five source cues are also provided on this release for our enjoyment, and while they're not
necessarily worth hooting and hollering about, their inclusion is a nice touch, if simply for completions sake.

The original recording of Big Jake has, until now, never been released. As part of their limited edition series,
Prometheus Records has taken the original mono source tapes, cleaned them up (as best as they could), and packaged
them very nicely into a solid hour of musical enjoyment. The performance by the Hollywood Symphony Orchestra is
good - but not great. Nevertheless, with informative liner notes by James Southall and many enjoyable moments, this
score deserves to be in the collection of any Bernstein aficionado.

Some great news for all of us John Wayne fans! Intrada is proudly offering the world premiere release of EImer
Bernstein's powerful score for the iconic John Wayne western from 1973, Cahill: U.S. Marshal, directed by Andrew V.

The Comancheros is the first film score composed by Elmer Bernstein for a John Wayne western. Although the film was
released in 1961, the soundtrack has never before been released to the general public. With this recording, we finally
have the original soundtrack available. As is typical with virtually every film score composed by the great Elmer
Bernstein, The Comancheros soundtrack does not fail to excite Bernstein fans, soundtrack fans, or John Wayne fans.
Every track sounds fantastic. With the possible exception of tracks 21 and 22, which are unused songs vocalized by
country singer Claude King. Although King may have some fans out there, after listening to his two songs for this film, it
is clear that they simply do not fit the film, and probably why they were eventually not used.

Interestingly, music from The Comancheros also appears on the following compilation albums (Varese Sarabande 302
066 7262; Colosseum VSD [CVS] 6726; Varese Sarabande VCD 47236; and Varese/Elmer Bernstein Filmmusic 704.280)
but with different titles, which may indicate that they are different arrangements of Comancheros film score music.

The Cowboys is not only a great film, but John Williams film score is absolutely fantastic. My only issue with the
soundtrack is that it is too short. Although I realize the soundtrack contains all (or most) of the music contained in the
film, it would be nice to have a “collector’s edition” or something similar that would provide an extended listening
experience. While researching this soundtrack, | found two brief mentions of allegedly existing soundtracks for this film
that may provide that extended listening experience.

The first mention was found on Amazon.com, where a person posted that he/she owned both the RC31 Promo LP
(mentioned below) and the Varese Sarabande CD (also mentioned below), both of which run approximately 30 minutes.
This person also stated that he/she owned a “27-track collector’s copy” that runs just over 60 minutes. According to this
person’s post, the “collector’s copy” contains the 17 tracks found on the Varese Sarabande CD as well as an additional
10 tracks of music from the film. These additional 10 tracks are:

Interestingly, this
CDis listed as a “compilation” album. Could this be a reference to the alleged “collector’s copy”? The Varese Sarabande
CD released in 1995 does not mention any “previously unreleased material” included on the CD. So it is possible that
there is a very limited collector’s edition out there somewhere. Of course it is also possible that the elusive collector’s
edition is nothing more than an unofficially released bootleg.

From Amazon: “Mikl6s Rézsa never agreed with the politics of the movie The Green Berets (1968), but by that time in his
career, he no longer had the luxury of picking and choosing his movie projects -- if he wanted to do any film work at all,
he had to consider even the improbable ones, such as this. Rdzsa's contribution to the finished film is debatable. His
scoring of some sequences is wonderful, such as the earnest, string-laden music accompanying the military move to
Vietnam and to the base camp outside DaNang. Some of the material here recalls the other end of Rdzsa's career, and
his scoring of the war movies Five Graves to Cairo and Sahara (for some reason, the authors of the notes for this CD
either omitted or simply forgot about those credits in their observation that Rdzsa had never scored a major war movie
before) -- the music depicting the attacks on the base camp and the uncovering of a spy could have slotted right in with
those 24-year-old scores, or with Rdzsa's film noir period of the late '40s. His lighthearted music depicting the activities
of the unit "scrounger,” Sgt. Peterson, and his sitar-laden work underscoring the scenes of Vietnam civilian life are less
memorable, though it is interesting to hear Rozsa writing for the Chinese zither. This CD contains the original scoring for
all of the scenes, including Rozsa's use of a set of orchestral variations on "Onward Christian Soldiers" that was later
supplanted in the editing of the final film in favor of his original material underscoring the death of Sgt. Provo. All of that
is fine material, but how well it fit in with the movie's gung-ho political sentiments and macho sensibilities is
guestionable -- it was almost too sophisticated for the material it was intended to accompany, though it did make the
movie seem more profound and serious than it otherwise would have. The CD is well produced, with excellent sound
throughout, and -- apart from some errors in the notes and a political slant to the writing some may find off-putting -- is
a very satisfying release of an interesting late-career detour for the composer.”

"The High and the Mighty" is a song by Ned Washington and Dimitri Tiomkin from the movie of the same name.

At the start of the film's production late in 1953, veteran film composer and musician Dimitri Tiomkin was commissioned
to write the film's Academy Award winning score. The studio also urged Tiomkin to come up with a theme song for the
film, to be released to radio and as a vinyl record. Tiomkin formed the basic melody to the song and enlisted songwriter
Ned Washington to write the song's lyrics. What resulted was a gentle ballad. Warner Bros. presented the song to Les
Baxter and his Orchestra, who recorded and released the song to coincide with the release of the film. When released in
1954, "The High and the Mighty" peaked at #4 on the Billboard Pop chart. Tiomkin and Washington earned an Academy
Award nomination for the song in 1955.

Toward the end of the film, after John Wayne's character convinced the captain to try to make it to San Francisco rather
than ditch, the captain said "Whistle me a tune, Dan. | like music when | work.” Dan (John Wayne) whistled a bit of "I'm a
Ramblin' Wreck from Georgia Tech™ (Georgia Tech's famous and catchy fight song). Audiences at the time no doubt
immediately recognized it and understood it was a sign of success, as Georgia Tech was in its glory years in football
under Bobby Dodd, during which it won six bowl games in six years and was named National Champion by one
organization in 1952.

An instrumental version was also recorded in 1954 by the conductor and arranger LeRoy Holmes, reaching #9 on the
Billboard chart. It became Holmes' biggest hit, and his most recognizable. The song is known for its distinctive whistling,
which accompanies the music, and which was provided by Fred Lowery (“the Blind Whistler”), who himself had a
moderate hit with the piece. (The whistling within the film itself was dubbed by Muzzy Marcellino.) Yet another hit
version was recorded by Victor Young and his orchestra in 1954, peaking at #6 on the Billboard chart.

Another vocal version with the complete Ned Washington lyrics has been recorded by Billy Eckstine in his album “12
Great Songs from the movies” from the early sixties.

The tune is whistled in the fadeout of the Simon and Garfunkel song “Punky's Dilemma,” from their 1968 album
Bookends. Toward the end of the 1980 film “Seems Like Old Times,” Chevy Chase's character can be heard whistling the
tune as he walks away from the camera.

The Horse Soldiers is an underrated 1959 John Ford film starring the powerhouse teaming of John Wayne and William
Holden. The film is based on a daring raid into the deep south by a Union cavalry troop. Ford soured on the film midway
through when he blamed himself for the death of stuntman Fred Kennedy, a friend of Ford’s. Still, it stands as one of his
best late career films even though critics were inexplicably lukewarm to it. The score by David Buttolph is a clever use of
Civil War standards and original compositions.

This album was reissued in Japan in 1975 as United Artists GXH 6004, and again later (in Japan) as United Artists VDP
5171. Both of these reissues feature the same cover art and the same track listing as the original 1959 United States
release.

It should also be noted that the 33rpm LP album "Constance Towers Singing to The Horse Soldiers™ (with orchestra
conducted by Irving Joseph - United Artists UAL 3036/UAS 6036) is not actually from the motion picture soundtrack, and
only contains one song from the film, and that is Towers’s version of Lorena. Both Towers and Joseph did release 7
45rpm singles of film music, Individually and together, which are noted below.

This edition matches for the first time on CD the soundtracks from two classic American dramas starring the legendary
John Wayne. This recording of Sands of lwo Jima comes from archival acetates preserved at Brigham Young University in
Utah, subsequently transferred to tape, and then to vinyl by Citadel in 1981. Some noise inherent to the original support
remains noticeable in a few passages of the CD release; still, the music entertains throughout and proves to be a vibrant
illustration of Victor Young's genius. Since there was no individual track listing provided, we have established one in
accordance with relevant movie scenes.

The ambitious symphonic score for Island in the Sky, unusually penned by three composers, was first released with
narration by John Wayne on a Decca 10" album. In 1982, Varése Sarabande issued for the first time a version without
narration (paired with The Song of Bernadette by Alfred Newman). The music was originally presented on LP as a 30-
minute uninterrupted suite. This edition has split it into several tracks for convenience and corrected some abrupt edits.
The sentimental Strings Theme, quite different from the rest of the score, was isolated. It also includes the first part of
the version with narration to get the movie's dramatic context and preserve The Duke's seminal voice. Also includes a
12-page full color booklet and inserts.

Signed to songwriter Aaron Schroeder's newly formed Musicor label in 1961, Pitney scored his first chart single, which
made the Top 40, the self-penned (1 Wanna) Love My Life Away", on which he played several instruments and multi-
tracked the vocals. He followed that same year with his first Top 20 single, the title song from the film Town Without Pity
starring Kirk Douglas. Written by Dimitri Tiomkin and Ned Washington, the song won a Golden Globe Award and was
nominated for an Academy Award for Best Song. Pitney performed the song at the Oscars ceremony on April 9, 1962
(honoring the film year of 1961). The song lost the Academy Award to "Moon River". Many years later, "Town Without
Pity" would be the last song Gene Pitney would sing in public, at a gig in south Wales before his death at the age of 66.

Pitney is also remembered for Burt Bacharach-Hal David song "The Man Who Shot Liberty Valance", which peaked at No.
41in 1962. Though it shares a title with a 1962 John Ford western with the same title, The Man Who Shot Liberty Valance,
starring John Wayne, the song was not used in the film because of a publishing dispute between Famous Music and
Paramount Pictures. The song became a Top 10 hit for Pitney. The chorus of the Pitney recording features two hard
strikes on a drum in order to represent the shots that were fired.

Gene Pitney himself later said: "The song ‘Liberty Valance' was written for the movie but for some strange reason never
was put in the soundtrack. Because of the prior success with 'Town Without Pity," | was paid a bundle to record the song,
and Burt Bacharach produced it. He wrote the song with Hal David.”

Jimmie Rodgers also recorded the song, in the Gene Pitney style. James Taylor covered the song on his 1985 album
That's Why I'm Here. The Royal Guardsmen also covered the song on their 1967 album Snoopy vs. the Red Baron. The
Gene Pitney version, however, remains the definitive recording, and is available on a number of LP’s and CD’s.

Regrettably, the film’s actual soundtrack has never been put on vinyl or CD, for sale to the public. The film's dramatically
hard-driving music score was composed by Cyril J. Mockridge. In certain scenes involving the character of Hallie, Ford
used part of Alfred Newman's "Ann Rutledge Theme" from his earlier film Young Mr. Lincoln. Ford told Peter
Bogdanovich in the latter's book John Ford that the theme evoked the same meaning, lost love, in both films.

This edition matches for the first time on CD the soundtracks from two classic American dramas starring the legendary

John Wayne. This recording of Sands of Iwo Jima comes from archival acetates preserved at Brigham Young University in
Utah, subsequently transferred to tape, and then to vinyl by Citadel in 1981. Some noise inherent to the original support
remains noticeable in a few passages of the CD release; still, the music entertains throughout and proves to be a vibrant

The ambitious symphonic score for Island in the Sky, unusually penned by three composers, was first released with

Despite all the pictures of John Wayne, Kim Darby, and Glen Campbell on the cover, this is
NOT the True Grit soundtrack. It is instead "Elmer Bernstein conducts Themes from his Original Score."” The difference:
The true movie soundtrack is among the biggest, most booming western music ever recorded. This CD is some of the
weakest, cheesiest 60's/70's orchestra music that has survived until now. The grand True Grit themes sound perverse
mixed into music that would be more at home in Our Man Flint. The only redeeming quality of this CD is that the last
track is the actual recording of the theme song that is used in the movie. If not for that, this album would be a total
waste.

By reviewer David Wishart: This album was "never" the original soundtrack recording but a disc of outlandishly
"commercial” arrangements of thematic material from the film score. It therefore remains something of an oddity.
Those wanting a faithful rendition of EImer Bernstein's score wil be pleased to note that a recording of the entire score -
every note of it - has now been made utilising the original manuscripts - with the original orchestrations by Leo Shuken
and Jack Hayes - and is due for release on the Tadlow Music label in June 2006.

In the late 1960s, America's most popular and enduring genre went nova. This was, to say the least, a final burst of
freaky creativity—good and bad—from a fading genre, bringing revisionism, surrealism, dinosaurs, and even Elvis Presley
to the "cowboy" movie. The western was undergoing radical change and experimentation, and we present two never-
before-available scores from that period: Both were produced by 20th Century-Fox with top-line casts: John Wayne and
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Rock Hudson in The Undefeated; Paul Newman and a sturdy ensemble in Hombre.

The Undefeated is a sprawling escapist western involving Civil War factions, Mexican politics, bandits, mustangs and
brawls—typical Duke fare, but with updated scope and ambitions. The score, by Hugo Montenegro, is a long, showy
score steeped in tradition yet with a pop gleam in its eye; it features reams of deceptively simple yet memorable
thematic material. Its terrific main theme could easily be at home in a modern-day NFL broadcast.

In contrast, Hombre is a sober portrait of human interaction and prejudice, re-teaming Newman with a filmmaker of
great deliberate craft, director Martin Ritt. David Rose, who scored pop song hits with "The Stripper" and "Holiday for
Strings"” wrote a short, sparse score that we have collected into longer suite-form tracks; the music presents a
meaningful and melodic echo of the story’s quiet deliberations.

This release by Intrada was the first ever release of the complete War Wagon soundtrack. Intrada was given access to
the original session master recordings from Universal Studios vault, and re-mixed and re-mastered this limited edition
stereo CD release.

The War Wagon starred John Wayne and Kirk Douglas, was directed by Burt Kennedy, and was released by Universal in
May 1967. The film marked the sixth John Wayne film scored by Dimitri Tiomkin, the previous five were: Circus World
(1964), The Alamo (1960), Rio Bravo (1959), The High and The Mighty (1954), and Red River (1948). Tiomkin composed
stock music was also used in the 1937 John Wayne film, Idol of the Crowds, but it was not made specifically for that film.

While the first volume in this wonderful series focused on TV and movie themes in the Western vernacular, such as
Bonanza, Gunfight at the OK Corral, et al., this second collection digs deeper into the American kitsch experience -- as
envisioned through the eyes of a German family's view of popular culture in the States. There are no less than 23
selections here that vary in range and quality from Nat "King" Cole and Stubby Kaye's bizarre rough and rowdy theme
song for the Jane Fonda vehicle Cat Ballou, to Jose Feliciano's rockabilly singing of "Old Turkey Buzzard" from the film
MacKenna's Gold, to Glen Campbell's gorgeous "A Man With True Grit" from the film True Grit. There's a vibe that runs
through all of this seemingly disparate material, and that is how the Western theme song evolved from a simple
Hollywood instrumental with lots of sound effects to the aftermath of Ennio Morricone's adaptations for spaghetti
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Westerns by Sergio Leone to the involvement of show tune composers such as EImer Bernstein and Dan Black in the
genre. There are traditional contributors of course, such as Tex Ritter with his theme to Wichita, the Sons of the
Pioneers with "Sugarfoot,” and Johnny Gregory with his theme from Bronco. But there was also an era when singers like
Wayne Newton contributed his silky Vegas voice to the series Stagecoach and Andy Williams and his champagne throat
sang on the soundtrack for the John Huston/Paul Newman vehicle The Life and Times of Judge Roy Bean. Thankfully,
there is also a fine rendition here from the original released soundtrack to the television program Wagon Train, and
Dean Martin weighs in with "The Wind, The Wind" from the film Pardners -- yes, it was a comedy. The package, unlike
other Bear Family packages, contains literally no liner notes, but the sound has been remastered expertly and the
booklet includes literally dozens of reproductions of movie posters (mostly German versions!) and stills from both film
and TV.

Firmly rooted in the
aesthetic of the period, this duality is the core of Victor Young's style, which has long remained a model for composers
of the big screen.

Most pieces still generate excitement for today's film music buffs, even without the support of the images. Not only did
Young shine as a composer and arranger but he also proved to be an outstanding conductor. This may explain why so
few of his scores have been re-recorded by contemporary symphonic orchestras that specialize in the cinematic field.

This CD by the City of Prague Philharmonic, conducted by Paul Bateman, fills in some gaping holes in the film music
catalog. Hooked around John Wayne's films, the range of composers and styles -- and subjects, from Westerns to the
World War 1l navy -- is sufficiently diverse to make it a very rich and rewarding experience. The music from the John Ford
movies featured, all Westerns, is largely folk-based, in keeping with the director's taste and wishes. The disc opens with
"Stagecoach: Narrative for Orchestra," a six-and-a-half minute suite adapted from the Oscar-winning score for the 1939
Ford film which was, itself, largely based on folk themes. The orchestra plays with just the right level of vigor to capture
something of the excitement and sense of adventure of the film itself, and the Copland-like score is a delight to hear in
state-of- the-art sound (although the makers could've left out the finale music). "Leaving the Fort" from She Wore a
Yellow Ribbon, based on the tune referred to in the film's title, is astonishingly rousing, and played with the kind of care
that one hasn't seen in this kind of re-recorded movie score since the days when Charles Gerhardt was conducting for
RCA-Victor, nearly 30 years ago. The Max Steiner music from Stagecoach is also present, in a beautifully realized seven-
and-a-half minute suite which, with its ravishing melodies, overall dark sonorities, and light-hearted moments of
lyricism, belongs in a concert hall rather than up on a movie screen, and may be the best work of Steiner's late career.
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For some reason, the producers have elected to feature a pair of overtures, Dimitri Tiomkin's to The Alamo and Alfred
Newman's for How The West Was Won, that are widely available in other venues. The performances of both are quite
good; indeed, Tiomkin's Alamo overture gets the kind of idealized treatment that makes the official recording seem pale
in comparison. The Longest Day march, authored by Paul Anka, comes off as trivial in this company. Much more
important is Jerry Goldsmith's score for In Harm's Way, a soundtrack (on RCA) that has never been reissued -- "The Rock,
" depicting the maneuverings of the forces under Wayne's command, actually took on a life of its own on public
television for many years, as the opening theme of the public affairs show Agronsky & Company; “Intermezzo: The Rock
and His Lady" is a lovely piece of music, a slowly building, gently lyrical romantic idyll; and "Finale: First Victory," an
amazingly modernist piece of music, almost atonal in its content, makes its first appearance on CD. Elmer Bernstein's
rousing yet gently nostalgic score to True Grit is represented by its overture, and John Williams' epic (and very Copland-
esque) overture from The Cowboys, nine minutes of glowing Western-theme material, closes the CD. ~ Bruce Eder
